Authors are suggested to provide case problem/dilemma description under various headings/sub-headings (Maximum 3 levels of headings are expected) as found appropriate by them. The teaching-oriented case studies may follow the standard formats followed in the case body (past tense, third person, protagonist, dilemma centered etc.) while research focused case studies may follow their standard guidelines (methodology, theoretical framework, knowledge contribution etc.). Industry-problem oriented case may focus to narrate the issue/problem as per their own structure; however, the submission must provide information about the issue, impact, alternatives, the decision and outcomes (if any). 
(This section should be within 3000 words.)
Teaching Note
Accompanying Teaching Note (optional) should be at least 3000 words.
